Advice for mentors concerning descriptive evaluation of diploma theses

(as of 1 August 2010)

Topic of the diploma thesis


Please state the following information: 

· diploma theme, the study programme, and the mentor's name;

· the length of the work and the text organisation – key chapters;

· a short summary of the topicality of the theme and the thesis objectives, or of the hypothesis/hypotheses underlying the diploma work;

· if appropriate, the location(s) at which the diploma work will take place.

Performance

· description/evaluation of the theoretical part from the point of view of its suitability to the central theme;

· references selected and clarity of notes referring to them;

· concerning the experimental part of the work: research methods selected, including  the chosen approach to the work, the chosen samples (in the widest sense of the word), analytical tools employed including modeling and calculation of results;

· concerning the results and discussion: key conclusions (considering the objectives of the diploma work and/or the hypotheses) and evaluation of the student's attitude towards the research done (whether the student has been independent, persevering, critical, thinking, and similar characteristics);

· a special emphasis should be given to the student's ability to interpret results in a wider context – new knowledge, applicability, social relevance, while respecting the dimension of uncertainty of the obtained results.

Language and formatting

· evaluation of text structure, chapters, text coherence, clarity and ability to express thoughts in a concise manner; 

· style of writing, clarity and form of graphic and other images – for example, columns, pictures, diagrams, schemes, photographs.

Final conclusion  

· a synthetic evaluation of the quality of the diploma work – whether the diploma work (within the relevant study programme) has been done in such a way so that a permission may be given to the student to defend his or her thesis?
